The North Korea's Nuclear Bomb
and the Peace of the Korean Peninsula.

The purposes of this article are two. One is how to see the
Korean Peninsula problem including the North Korea's nuclear bomb. The
characteristic of the Korean Peninsula problem could be described as the
duality. In the situational aspect, it has been affected not only by the
cold war but also by the post cold war. In the structural aspect, it is
composed of the national problem and the international problem.
