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Abstract
Understanding the Creation Account of Genesis 1:1-3 in milieu of the

Ancient Near Eastern Studies
Jin Sup Kim

This paper attempts first to expound the seven Hebrew words of
Genesis 1:1 in milieu of the Ancient Near Eastern Studies, then to explain
its logical connection to the following verses 2-3, and finally to
summarize the particular roles of the Holy Spirit in the creation of the
universe and humankind.

Metaphorically we understand the Creation Account of Genesis 1:1-2:3 as
an imagery of constructing a palace/temple in parallel with the Tabernacle
Account of Exodus 25-31, 35-40, which symbolizes the center of the
kingdom of gracious God. The building metaphor involves the works of the
triune God as the architect, constructor and inspector.

Comparing the Genesis Account with the Ancient Near Eastern concepts
and literatures, some outstanding exemplary Elenctics of culture and
religion are demonstrated.
