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Implementation Strategies of Church Education to
Teach Young Christians Leading the
Era of the Fourth Industrial Revolution

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to explore implementation strategies to teach young Christian
in the fourth industrial revolution, First of all, attempts to explore concepts of young Christian
children to be in the fourth industrial revolution are made. Then, practical methods to
develop the foundation of Kingdom of God's citizenship based on a Christian world—view
is explored. The study results are as followed below. First, young Christian children to be
in the fourth industrial revolution are to be young Christians who becomes “the light of the
world” with balanced competencies among the Pious Area(behavior and thoughts based on
the Christian world—view), Character Area(communication competence with careful listening,
caring, respect, open mind), and Ability Area(creativity problem—solving ability). Second,
description of each competency was presented in detail. Third, it was further emphasized
the importance of linking church—home—school programs, and implementation examples
were followed. In addition, it suggested the direction of the church school education for
young children in the fourth industrial revolution era.

This is our cultural asset, Sungnyemun Gate. Another
name is Namdaemun. Have you ever been there?
What did you see and feel at that time?
Sungnyemun was destroyed by enemy, and rebuilt
later. Gate and its castle wall are valuable cultural
assets which protected Seoul, a capital city of Korea.

There is a similar story in Jerusalem, a capital city
of Israel. Nehemiah, a leader of Israel, and a story
of people who built a city wall of Jerusalem. When
an enemy invaded Jerusalem and destroyed a city
wall of Jerusalem, Nehemiah shouted. “God is helping
us, let’s stand up and rebuild a city wall of Jerusalem!”

Nehemiah let people work near their homes. It was
his thoughtful consideration that let people may be
able to take care of his families easily and therefore
to work with passion.

People could rebuild a city wall of Jerusalem in
harmony, inspired by Nehemiah's encouragement and
challenge. As a result, they could rebuild a city wall
of Jerusalem within only 52 days.

After building a city wall of Jerusalem, Nehemiah
read Bible passages on the purpose of letting the
Israclites learn how to live with the Bible. The
Israelites repented of their sins and promised to be
obedient to God's words.
